477-Self Sufficiency Program – Essential Services during COVID 
 
The 477-Self Sufficiency Program (SSP) is open and providing essential services to eligible families and 
individuals residing in the CTSI 11-County Service Area. Due to Covid-19, all tribal offices are closed to 
the public. We are still accepting applications and conducting appointments over the phone, through email 
or video conference. The SSP has prioritized the following services: 
 

 Pre-Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (Pre-TANF) / Non-Recurrent Short Term Benefits: 
Siletz families below 185% of the Federal Poverty Level (FPL) may be eligible for short-term 
financial assistance that doesn’t exceed 4 months. The financial assistance is meant to provide 
basic needs and address short-term emergent needs;  

 Regular Temporary Assistance for Needy Families: Siletz families below the countable income 
limits and FPL may be eligible for monthly grant assistance to meet basic needs; 

 General Assistance for Single Adults: Siletz single adults below the countable income limits and 
FPL may be eligible for monthly grant assistance to meet basic needs; 

 Emergency Assistance: Siletz families or single adults may be eligible for support services to 
prevent eviction or utility shut off. Income guidelines apply; 

 Classroom Training: the Program is still providing financial assistance (tuition, stipends and support 
services) to eligible Native Americans attending GED, Higher Education or 
Vocational/Occupational Training.   

 Childcare Assistance: The Program offers childcare assistance to eligible TANF families while they 
engage in work or self-sufficiency activities; 

 Foster Care Support Services: Childcare assistance to employed foster parents. The Program 
covers “working hours only” and limited respite.  

 Home Visiting: The Program is accepting new families into the Early Childhood Home Visiting 
Program and working with current families to provide lessons in-person. Staff and families will be 
required to adhere to social distancing and wearing masks.  

 Direct Placement: Support services (work clothing, transportation, tools, etc.) for Native Americans 
that recently gained employment. Must apply within 7-days of hire. 

 
Other services such as Work Experience and On-the-Job Training may be available on a limited basis.  
 
If you recently lost your employment due to Covid-19 and need assistance to meet your basic needs, 
please contact your local CTSI Tribal Office for an application. Additional eligibility criteria apply. SSP staff 
will reach out to you by phone or email. You can also email 477SSP@ctsi.nsn.us for more information.

What is Second and Third-hand Smoke?  
 

Secondhand smoke is the smoke that 
comes from the burning end of a ciga-
rette, cigar, pipe or even an E-cigarette. 
It is also the smoke/vape that smokers 
breathe out (exhale). Even smoke/vape 
that is exhaled contains substances 
that irritate the lining of your lungs and 
other tissues, such as your eyes and throat. 

These substances cause changes that interfere with cells developing normally in your 
body. These changes in cells increase the risk of some cancers and other health con-
ditions.  

 

What is third-hand smoke? Third-hand smoke is the 
invisible tobacco “dust” (or chemical) that settles in 
the environment and stays there even after a ciga-
rette has been put out. Third-hand smoke contains 
more than 250 chemicals. We know that children ex-
posed to third hand smoke are at risk, because they 
have higher levels of cotinine (the by-product of nico-
tine) in their urine and blood. These harmful chemi-
cals stay on your clothes, hair, carpet, toys, coat, chair, couch and every surface in 
your home and car.        

 

Babies and children can be harmed because they 
breathe or eat the toxins when they crawl on floors, sit 
on car seats, or cuddle adults, where toxins may have 
built up over time. Pets are also at risk because the 
toxins stay on their fur. Pets are also vulnerable to 
health conditions including cancer’s caused from sec-
ond-hand smoke exposure.

If you are unable to make it to the Administration building in Siletz to obtain or replace your Siletz Tribal ID card 

you are now able to request one at on of the three Area Offices; Eugene, Salem and Portland. They will take your 

photo and obtain your signature then send it to the Enrollment Department in Siletz. Your Tribal ID will then be 

mailed by CERTIFIED mail to your address on file or to the Area Office where you made your request.  

 

If you have family that do not live in the 11-county service area or are not able to make it to a Tribal office during 

work hours, there is a form on the Tribal website under Government Listings > Enrollment and the tab marked 

“Enrollment Forms.” Tribal members can print the form titled “Siletz Tribal Identification (ID) Request” and fol-

low the directions regarding the digital photo specifications, identity verification and signature verification then 

mail the form to the Enrollment Department.  

 

If you have not updated or replaced your Tribal 

ID card since April 1, 2016 there is a new for-

mat and more information on the card that 

makes it more acceptable as a form of identifi-

cation with many more places. The expiration 

date is 10 years from the issue date. When you 

update your address, send in your Tribal ID 

card and we will mail you an updated card 

with your new address. 

 

If you need to replace your card with no changes (for example address or name) within the same calendar year it 

was issued, there is a $5.00 replacement fee (per Tribal Resolution #2016-087). You can obtain up to one new 

Tribal ID card per calendar year at no charge. Call the Enrollment Department at (800) 922-1399 ext. 1258 if you 

have questions about this fee.

(bow, bull and cow tags all count towards the one tag), except as noted below. 

NOTE 2: First Distribution: For hunters who have not been issued an early season deer archery tag (for deer 

tags) or any elk tag (for elk tags). 

 Second Distribution: For any eligible hunter, regardless of what other tags they have received. 
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
